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Foundation stage news

As a school, we are very excited to be Rolls-Royce Science Prize
finalists for 2017-18. Our project begins in foundation stage
with the children being introduced to regular 'science time'.
They have been spotting the odd one out, making potions and
colour mixing this month. All of this has encouraged lots of
observation as well as speaking and listening skills. The funding
we have received has meant the children have had access to
some great new resources and they are already turning into
enthusiastic scientists! Look on the school website for more
updates throughout the year.

Key stage 1 news

Year 1 enjoyed an excellent visit to Boston Stump where they
witnessed a mock baptism. The children also took part in a
treasure hunt around the church.

In year 2, the children took part in a “knight school” day. They
made hobby horses and stick swords by applying their
knotting skills. The children also went on a fantastic PE
activity day where they developed hockey, skipping and
basketball skills and even had a dressing up race.

Key stage 2 news

Year 3 have enjoyed investigating how to build a circuit in
science and are designing 3D robots to include a working
electrical circuit. They are reading the ‘Iron Giant’ by Ted
Hughes and using the text to inspire narrative writing. Next
week, they will enjoy a steel pan workshop paid for by school.
They will watch and take part in percussion performances.

Year 4 have been learning all about light. They have been
reading and writing their own versions of ‘The Firework
Maker’s Daughter’ by Phillip Pullman and have started work
on a shadow puppet show for the story too!

Year 5 are enjoying their weekly dance lessons with NK
Dance. They are working hard to produce two different
dances based on natural disasters. They are excited to share
their dance with parents later on in the term. Year 5 also
enjoyed their school trip to Peterborough mosque and
cathedral which provided them with an opportunity to
compare two places of worship.

Year 6 enjoyed their visit to the “We’ll Meet Again”
Homefront Museum at Freiston where they learnt all about
rationing during the war and played with delicate toys such
as “pecking chickens.” They also dressed in military uniform
and walked along the old defence line behind the “Sarge”
and his deputy “Private Hamelton.” The children all had a
great time learning about their topic in a practical way. Year
6 created their own lanterns in workshops and will be taking
part in the llluminate Parade.
