The yellow lines near school
prevent parking and stopping for the safety of our children, so if you do need to
drive please make use of the car park at the Peter Paine Performance Centre
(Boston College) which is a short five minute walk away from the school. There is
plenty of space available.

However you get to school, please always show consideration for the local
residents. Avoid blocking and turning in driveways and please do not stop or
park in places that may cause additional congestion or disruption. Please do
not park in the staff car park unless you have made a prior arrangement with
the school.

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Foundation stage news

This term the children have immersed themselves into our
'Traditional Tales' topic. They have worked in teams to create
rafts for the gingerbread man, role played the stories in our
puppet theatre and created their own pig/wolf masks. They
enjoyed developing their outdoor skills, toasting marshmallows
on the campfire and building shelters for the little pigs!

Key stage 1 news

In year 1, the children have been demonstrating their
creative side by making clay dinosaurs and salt dough
fossils. They have also used their colour mixing skills to paint
backgrounds for a prehistoric landscape and hand print their
own dinosaur. Great excitement has been had with dinosaur
themed music and dance.

Year 2 have been busy learning the skills they would need to
help them survive in the Australian Outback on their outdoor
day. The children built a shelter, learnt how to start a
campfire safely, enjoyed a campfire story and whittled sticks
to build Sydney Harbour Bridge.

Key stage 2 news

Year 3 successfully performed their production of “Eddie the
Penguin Saves the World”. They have enjoyed learning about
the features of mountains and how they are formed. They
interviewed a special guest who has climbed one of the seven
summits, Mt Kilimanjaro. They went on a visit to the local
ASDA store and have taken part in a tennis development
afternoon.

Year 4 enjoyed an outdoor settlement day. They worked
collaboratively to build shelters, whittled sticks and made
mini mud settlements. The children have been working very
hard to be ready for their performance of “Dragon Days.”

This term, year 5 found an alien egg that had arrived
overnight in the school grounds. Inspired from this, they
designed and created their own alien characters and wrote
some fabulous narratives!

In year 6, the children are rehearsing a samba themed dance
ahead of our performance to parents next week. They had
the opportunity to hold a range of animals (snakes, tortoises,
insects) when they were visited by a group of volunteers from
an organisation called “Sticky Feet” as part of their learning
about Darwin and the Galapagos Islands.
